	Objective/s

RULE: Clearly stated overall goal of the study, objective/specific aim/s and tied them to the research hypotheses, if applicable.

	Present, but buried at end of the “Introduction” or “Background.

	Methods

RULE: Presented the study design, sampling, recruitment, site/s, inclusion, exclusion criteria, and main variables relevant to the research objectives/aims and how they were measured, when applicable. 
	Completely followed RULES. Presents research design, eligibility criteria, overall N for the sample, predictor, outcome, and confounding variables, if applies.

RULE: Describe statistical procedures and techniques used to analyze and evaluate study data.

RULE: Provide a factual account of the study's findings. Presented these as logically appropriate in text, tables, or illustrations.
